Creating an Account

Creating an account allows your shades to be smart and more energy
efficient. The account also provides security for your app and shades.

Enter your user name or e-mail address.
Enter your password {must be one word, 6 characters long).
Enter your e-mail address. Press Sign-up.

You will receive an email once your registration process is complete.

After creating an account, your next step is to create a Zone. A zone is
an area or location where your shade is located based on the GPS in
your phone or i-pad.

Check the address shown on the screen for accuracy. Edit if necessary.

You will need to enter a name or ID for your zone. For example, if you
have a shade located at your house, you could name your zone “Home".

Enter your zone name and then press Save Zone.

You can enter as many zones as you like.

After creating a zone, you will be directed to the Privacy Policy.
Please read the Privacy Policy and select Agree or Disagree.

To continue using the app you will need to select Agree to the privacy
policy.

If you select Disagree, you will be re-directed back to the Zone screen.



Creating, Editing and Deleting a Zone

Your zones can be created here. This
screen shows a zone created for the
‘Office”.

You can Edit or Delete a zone by
sliding your finger across a selected
zone from right to left. The option
box will appear, then tap on Edit or
Delete.

Note: This icon is for signing out of
the account of your app. You will
need to sign back into the app if you
sign out.

Select the zone by pressing on the
Zone name.
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After selecting a zone, press the (+)
icon in the top right corner to add a
smart control.

Each shade may have its own smart
remote. If you have multiple shades
you may have a multi-channel smart
remote.

You may add as many smart remotes
as you like.

This icon is to set up your WiFi
Bluetooth Hub (if purchased).

In the 1st tile, the app is now scanning
for your smart control devices. Scroll
until you locate your bluetooth serial
number.

In the 2nd tile, scroll and select the type
of shade.

In the 3rd tile, enter a name or number
for your shade.

In the 5th tile, input your shade serial
number (optional).

In the 6th tile, enter the company name you purchased

from (Optional).

(5 In the bottom tile, press Connect to enter.

You have successfully entered a smart control.

This screen shows two smart controls
have been entered. You can add as
many controls as you like by simply
pressing the (+) again. You can view the
name and the type of each shade.

You can delete each control by sliding
to the left and pressing “Delete”.

Notice the Bluetooth symbol next to

one control, indicating they are in
Bluetooth mode.
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Notice the other control has a WiFi symbol next to it,
indicating the control is in WiFi mode due to being
out of range for Bluetooth.

The “Refresh” button at the bottom left corner will
allow you to re-scan whenever you want.

Note the WiFi button at the bottom right corner.

Select the shade you want to control and press on it.



Operating the Multi Channel Shade

You can operate the multi channel remote control by selecting one

@ @ (9} ), @\) or more of the channels. Press and hold each channel you want to
’“"{i:]"’ o ' b b select and then press the Open, Stop or Close button for your

desired position.

To select all channels at once, tap on the All button. All channels
@h will be operated simultaneously.

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Operating the Shade
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Once you open the control, you will be able to operate the shade
from your smart device.

Press the UP arrow to raise or close the shade. Press the DOWN
arrow to lower or open the shade.

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Installing a WiFi - Bluetooth Hub

Select and tap on your WiFi hub serial number in the list, it
will highlight gray. In this example, it is HUB-ODO1ES.

Tap on your WiFi network, it will highlight gray. If your

network name does not appear, press the search button to
scan again (the hub only connects to 2.4ghz networks only).

Enter your WiFi password. Press Show to view your password.
Press Connect to complete set up.

Note: The WiFi hub will take 2-3 minutes for configuration and
connect to your WiFi router for the intial set up.

The hub is ready to go, when you see the ring indicator is
solid blue.

Power On - The indicator ring will highlight RED when the
Hub is recieving power with No WiFi service.

WiFi Service - The indicator ring will highlight PURPLE when
the connection to the internet is down or trying to connect to
the internet service.

Connected - The indicator ring is BLUE when the Hub is fully
connected and ready to go.

Command - The indicator ring will pulse BLUE when the Hub
has received a command.

The bluetooth remote control must be within 20ft of the WiFi
Hub in order for a WiFi command to be established.

A WiFi command will take up to 6 seconds to complete in
some cases depending on WiFi conditions.



Connecting the Alexa Skill

Open your Alexa app on your smart device or computer.
Tap on the Skills in the Alexa app.

Search for the app skill in the search field in the Alexa app
(The app skill is the name of your app that controls your
bluetooth remote control).

Select the skill that is associated with your app.

Select Enable, then enter the Username and Password that

you entered to create an account in your app that is used for
your bluetooth remote control.

Once successfully enabling the skill, a pop up screen will ask
you to discover devices. Alternatively you can ask Alexa to
Discover Devices.
